JUDGMENT WRITING COMPETITION.

· Title: The competition is titled as NAALAM 2020, Judgment Writing. The title may sometimes be abbreviated as JW, for ease of communication.
· Participation: A judgment shall be authored maximum by 2 persons.
· Structure: The structure of the judgment shall reflect the concerned court or forum where the case is set and argued.
· Judgments shall be made under the purview of legal perception of facts.

RULES OF JUDGMENT WRITING.

1. The Judgment should contain the “Name of the court”, “title”, and “number of the case (Participant code)” which is being decided along with the “date of delivery of judgment”.
2. The judgment should begin with the brief introduction of history of facts.
3. Application of legal principles, right interpretation of facts, critical reasoning will be looked upon while evaluation.
4. The judge shall not quote extensively from the pleadings of either of the parties and their evidence. If he/she wants to discuss the evidence with reference to the pleadings, he/she should do so in his/her own language.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]The participants are free to make references to precedents, provided quoting from judgments shall be kept bare minimum. The judge may quote any precedent (ratio decidendi) if it is absolutely essential for deciding the issues raised in the case. 
6. If the judgment has any citation, it shall follow 20th Bluebook edition style.
7. The Judgment shall be written in Times New Roman font style, font size of 12 and 1.5 of line spacing.

RULES OF SUBMISSION.

1. The participants shall submit their judgments in the title “Submission <space> Participant Code <space> JW20”.
2. All entries shall be send via email to archanapremdinesh@gmail.com 
3. No offline entries or hard copies are entertained.
4. All entries must be made in word format.
5. The judgment shall be limited to 3500 words.
6. All entries must be made on or before 11:59 PM, 22nd February 2020.
7. No delayed submissions/entries shall be entertained.
