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  We all understand that today’ society is governed and controlled by politics. Every aware brain in the society discusses on 

politics. The political discussions now become fashion in the drawing room discussions. Although these discussions are messy 

somewhere because till so far no culture of such discussion has been developed that may provide an ethical or functional discussion 

which is based on political ideology and could stand as a strong support in smooth running of administration. In a democratic system 

stipulated time bound electoral processing is necessity. But in most democracies there is continuous change in political parties 

although sometimes it becomes little complicated too specially in those democracies where not only the change is declared formally 

but a sudden change occurs tremendously.   

Our experiences about the Indian political system and administrative system shows that there are many aspects and 

perspectives stands erect in front of us in this regard.
