STRUCTURE OF THE PAPER:
1. Cover Page must be (including case name and citation)
 Red:    F.Hoffmann- La Roche & Ors. V. CIPLA Ltd.
 Blue:    Novartis AG. V. Union of India
2. Table of Contents
3. Brief summary of facts (not exceeding 350 words)
4. Abstract of Analysis (not exceeding 350 words)
5. Analysis – (not exceeding 2500 words) excluding footnotes
· Includes sub-index of sections of analysis that you have created
· Mandatory sub-sections that must include:
4.1 Introduction

4.x Conclusion
7.  Index of Authorities

FORMAT:

1. Font: Times New Roman
2. Font Size:
Headings: 16 or 14 Bold
Text: 12 with double spacing
Footnotes: 10 with single spacing
3. Pages must have an inch margin on sides
4. Header at the top of the page should be in italics and as follows:
Case short title, Year of the case
5.  Page numbering should be at the bottom, right hand corner of each page, preceded by a footer in italics at the bottom left
6. Footnotes must be in accordance with the Harvard Blue Book Citation Method
7. The hard copy has to be submitted on typed A4 size paper, printed on both sides. Last date for submission of soft copy – 1st January, 2015
Last date for submission of hard copy – 5th January, 2015


VISUAL PRESENTATION RULES:
1. In total, 10 minutes are available to the presenter. 5 minutes to present the analysis and 5 minutes are reserved for Q&A by the panel
2. Participants must present the analysis using a PowerPoint presentation. Projector and laptop will be made available to the participants for that purpose.
The presentation must be submitted on or before 8th January, 2015 – 5.00 PM
3. Dress Code: Suitable formal attire and the participant must carry valid I-card issued by his/her college.

GENERAL RULES:
1. The language of the Competition shall be English
2. The participation will be individual. No Co-authorship is allowed
3. Once the analysis is submitted, no modification in any form will be allowed
4. Identity of the institution shall not be revealed anywhere in the paper. If this rule is violated, the participant will be disqualified

The participation shall be restricted to 20 participants only. The registration will be on first come, first serve basis.
Each College may send maximum two entries.

The participant shall choose one judgement only for both the Qualifying and Final Round.
