FLAGSHIP EVENTS

STRIFE (Parliamentary Debate)

Please refer to the Kairos Debate
Rulebook.

0.U.l.Z.

There is no cap on the number of
teams.

Each team shall comprise of 2
participants.

The quiz will have a written
preliminary round, followed by a final
round.

YOU CAN'T HANDLE THE TRUTH
(Trial by Jury)

Cap: Two teams per institute.
Each team shall comprise of 2
members.

Participants shall be provided with
the testimony of witnesses and the
evidence 1 week in advance.

The allocation of sides (prosecution
or defense) and some party-specific
key information shall be conducted 1
hour before each round.

Participants are expected to be

well versed with the IPC, CrPC and
Evidence Act.

The winner will be decided by the
jury through a voting system.

In case of conflict of interest with
members of the jury, teams will be
expected to reveal the same before
the beginning of the rounds, or risk
immediate and final disqualification.
There will be two preliminary rounds
based on the following format:

» Preliminary Round 1: An ‘Opening
Statement’ consisting of a case pres-
entation to the jury in 5 minutes.

» Preliminary Round 2: Cross Exam-
ination of a witness to extract key
information to convince the jury.
Wins shall be decided by knock-out.
In case of a tie, cumulative votes in
favour of a team shall be considered.
The format of the final round will
only be disclosed 1 hour prior to the
final.

THUNDER (Group Dance)

The music track needs to be submitted
to the organizers 24 hours in advance
in order to avoid confusion. No
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responsibility will be taken for tracks

submitted after the 24-hour mark.

« Cap: One group per institute.

* A group may consist of minimum 5
and maximum 12 members.

* The minimum duration of the dance
is 5 minutes and maximum duration
is 6 minutes.

* The use of props is permitted.
However, all groups will be
responsible for arranging such props
themselves.

ONE NIGHT BAND STAND

(Battle of Bands)
Cap: One band per institute.

¢ The maximum time allowed for
the band is 15 minutes, with an
additional 5 minutes for set-up and
dismantling only.

* No pre-recorded music is allowed in
any of the events.

* If performers have any specifications
for set-up, they have to inform
the organisers at least 24 hours in
advance.

KAIROS MUN

* This is an individual event and while
there is no cap on the number of
registrations, allotment will be
done subject to availability and to
a potential cap on the number of
delegates per institution.

* The agendae will be of current
international relevant.

* This will be a two-day event,
requiring participation from all the
delegates throughout the two days.

(Treasure Hunt)

* Maximum Members per Team- 4
members

« Each team shall be provided with one
