An essay must thus ideally be
between 3,006,000 words.

Notes

A note is a relatively concise form of an argumadvanced by the author. The focus of a note
should be on a relatively recent debate or contsyeegarding the interpretation or
implementation of the Law. Notes should primariighlight contemporary issues, which need to
be addressed, and the authors are expected taeragolution. The maximum word limit for a
manuscript in the form of note is 1500-2,500 words.

Comments

A comment is where the author may critique or apraany recent/landmark judicial
pronouncement or any recent legislation or billbbefthe Parliament or a State Legislature. The
word limit for a comment is 1,500-2,500 words.
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Reviews

A critical review may be undertaken of a book omavie, insofar as it is related to the legal
profession and its interaction with popular cultuf&@e word limit for a review is 1,500-2,500

words.

As has already been indicated, the maximum word fon articles is 8,000 words and essays is
5,000 words (exclusive of footnotes) whereas thiahbtes, comments and reviews is 2,500 words

(exclusive of footnotes). Please note that the iard will be strictly enforced.
