 All entries should contain footnote citations which should be in 
Times New Roman, size 10 and single line spacing. 

 The footnote should conform to the system of citation speci-
fied in the Harvard Blue Book (19th edition). 

 The use of endnotes and other citation methods in not permit-
ted. 

 All entries include a cover page specifying the name of the au-
thor, institutional affiliation, course and year of study, e-mail 
address, postal address and contact number. 

 Any identifying information is not to be mentioned anywhere 
in the text of the essay and violation of the same shall lead to 
immediate disqualification.
