7. The essays can be sent in ‘.doc’ of ‘.docx’ format only.
8. The participants are encouraged to submit multiple profile submissions and certificates will only be issued on completion of 500 points, which could be completed through multiple submissions.
9. The participants shall also provide proof of age of the centenarian to the organisers, for verification purposes and kindly intimidate organisers in advance if such proofs are not available.
