CONCEPT NOTE FOR THE SEMINAR 
Article 44 of the Constitution of India provides that; “The state shall endeavour to secure for the citizens a uniform civil code throughout the territory of India”.  In the landmark Shah Bano case, the Supreme Court regretted that Article 44 of the Constitution of India in relation to bringing of Uniform Civil Code in India remained a dead letter and held that a common civil code will help the cause of national integration by removing disparate loyalties to laws which have conflicting ideologies.Recently, the Law Commission examined the implications of implementing uniform civil code, thereby resurfacing the debate on whether the constitutional mandate under the Directive Principles of State Policy should be made a reality. It has been argued that the personal laws should be replaced and a code on marriage, divorce, succession, custody, adoption and maintenance should be common, governing every citizen.
The two day national seminar endeavours to delve into issues concerning a uniform civil code and aims to provide a platform to researchers, academicians and students for discourse and to deliberate on aspects pertaining to Uniform Civil Code
