7. No part of the paper should have been published earlier nor
should it be under consideration for publication.

8. Any form of plagiarism will result in immediate disqualification.

9. Full name & Address of all the authors must be given while
submitting the abstract.

10. Participants (including author and co-author) will be required to
fill out the form which will be sent through email after intimation
of selection of paper for publication.

11. The registration fees need to be paid latest by 15th April 2017.

12. Publication of papers submitted will be subject to the scrutiny of

the publisher.
