OBJECTIVE AND SCOPE:

The world of today is changing and developing at a greater pace than ever before. In such a dynamic environment, our world leaders play a key role in shaping global interactions and future developments. In the past few years, the world has experienced a number of global leaders who have majorly influenced the rise of a new world order. Further, powerful and charismatic leaders are at the helm of affairs in developing nations which are gaining notable space on the global stage. These emerging powers are galvanising the rise of multi- polarity. This Seminar intends to create a platform to bring to fore the role of global leaders in influencing the ideological shift. This new world order that we have been ushered into poses challenges and complexities that the world may never have witnessed. 5. United Kingdom: Comparative study of Foreign Policy under Theresa May and Jeremy Corbyn in the light of Brexit.
6. Contemporary Challenges to the world order-
· Terrorism
· Environmental Protection
· Nuclear Deals
· Military Developments

Any other sub-themes related to the theme of the conference will also be reviewed.
