4. Main Text – Times New Roman, font size 12, double spacing, justified, with a margin of an inch on all sides.
5. Footnotes – Times New Roman, font size 10. Substantive footnotes are accepted.
6. Citation Mode – Any uniform method of citation is allowed.
7. Each submission must be accompanied with a short description about the author (s). Details of the team members: Name, Department, E-Mail ID, Contact number, Institution name should be sent along with the Paper.
8. The participant shall bring two hard copies of the full paper at time of physical registration on date of event.
The abstract of the paper shall reach on or before 27th August, 2017 and the full paper on or before 06th Sep. 2017 at  paper.presentation.law@gmail.com
