· FORMAT:

1. Font: Times New Roman
2. Font Size:
Headings: 14 Bold
Text: 12 with double spacing
Footnotes: 10 with single spacing
3. Pages must have an inch margin on all sides
4. Header at the top of the page should be in italics and as follows:
Case short title, Year of the case
5. Page numbering should be at the bottom, right hand corner of each page, preceded by a footer in italics at the bottom left
6. Footnotes must be in accordance with the JILI (Journal of Indian Law Institute) Citation Method.
7. The hard copy has to be submitted on typed A4 size paper, printed on both sides. Last date for submission of soft copy –29th January, 2019
Last date for submission of hard copy – 30th January, 2019
