= Appellant memarials are required to have a Blue cover and Respondent memorials are required to have a Red
cover. The memorials shall not contain any form of identification apart from the team code. If any such
identification or mark, symbal, etc. which has the effect of identifying the team is found on the memorial, then it
shall result in instant disqualification. A penalty of | mark shall be levied in case the memorial is submitted in
any other format or as a multiple file by the team. The hard copy of memorial must be exact replica of the soft
copy submitted with the Organizers. Any difference in the same will result in disqualification from the
Competition.

8.RULES FOR THE ORAL ROUNDS

Draw of Lots:
The match up of teams in Preliminary Rounds shall be determined on the basis of draw of lots. Draw of lots
and Memorial Exchange shall take place on JULY 24™, 2019 after the Inaugural Ceremony.

Preliminary Rounds

=The Preliminary rounds shall comprise of One Round of oral argument subject to the allotment of team
codes. In the preliminary rounds, each team shall have to argue once, either as a petitioner or as a
respondent.

= Each team will get a total of 30 minutes to present their case. This time will include rebuttal and sub-
rebuttal time (if permitted by the judge(s)). The division of time per speaker is left to the discretion of the
team subject with a minimum of 10 minutes per speaker and not more than 19 minutes per speaker. Rebuttals
can be assigned a time period of not more than 2 minutes.

= The oral arquments should be confined to the issues presented in the memorial. The researcher may sit
with the speakers during the oral rounds. The speakers can provide the copies of the compendium, only if the
same is permitted by the panel of judges in their respective court rooms.

= The Preliminary round and Semi Final round will have one moot problem i.e. Moot Problem | and the Final
round will have different moot problem i.e. Moot Problem 2. All the three rounds are in one day.




= The oral rounds shall be judged on the following criteria:

= The match up of teams in Semi Final Rounds shall be determined on the basis of draw of lots. Each team will
get a total of 30 minutes to present their case which will include rebuttal and sub-rebuttal time (if permitted by
the judge(s)).

Final Rounds:

The two teams who stand declared as winners of the Semi Final Rounds shall qualify for the Final Rounds. Each
team will get a total of 40 minutes to present their case which will include rebuttal and sub-rebuttal time (if
permitted by the judge(s)). The Winner of the Final Round shall be declared Winner of the Competition.

Leneral Rules:

= |n case of evaluation of all the Rounds, the Memorial Marks shall not be included to decide the merit.

= Rut in case a tie takes place in the Semi Final or Final Rounds, in that case, the marks of the Preliminary
Round shall be the basis for deciding the winner.

= The decision of the judges with regard to the outcome of the rounds shall be final.

Scouting

Teams shall not be allowed to observe the orals of another team, unless they have been officially knocked-out
of the competition. Scouting is strictly prohibited. Scouting by any team shall entail instant disqualification.
