About the Lecture

Agriculture is central to the Indian economy. As per 2018, agriculture employed 50% of the Indian work force and contributed 17-18% to country's GDP. When half the population of India has been pulled into the agriculture sector for employment, it becomes pertinent for the country to provide an atmosphere conducive to our farmers. However, Indian farmers must contend with a number of risks such as adverse climate, low incomes to mention a few. The low incomes of the farmers are blamed for the low crop productivity which continues to be the reason behind the continuing agrarian distress. The cost of the raw materials required to produce a single product including the seeds, fertilizers, cost of diesel to run the tractors and many other requirements have increased over the decades, however the farmers are denied their due return by expecting them to provide us with cheaper food year after year. Moreover, there is a huge parity between farm incomes and incomes of other sections of the society. Isn’t it a grave human rights violation with our Indian farmers? Is this the reason why farmers take their lives? If so, what could be the other alternative for the farmers for their survival. By use of more pesticides to increase the productivity and play with the health of the individuals? IF Today we fail to discuss and deliberate about this issue, we will be left in a position where adulterated products will be the only option for us!!!! As the growth of the Indian economy has slowed down Dr. Devinder Sharma through this special session will guide us how agriculture, which is one of the major employment pockets can help overcome the crisis in the Indian economy.
