BE - IN EXCLUSIVE CASES- ENLARGED UP TO 45 MINUTES FOR THE PRELIMINARY
ROUNDS6 AND FOR THE SEMIS AND FINAL ROUNDS 45 MINUTE DISCUSSION IS
ENVISAGED WHICH CAN BE EXCLUSIVE OF CASES- ENLARGED UP TO 60 MINUTES.

e CONCLUDE THE DEBATE/DISCUSSION IN A CLEAR AND CONCISE WAY.
